the chancel area was rebuilt to be lower, mordeahiand more flexible and

open, to accommodate a variety of worship needs@abdng the building up to

current code

We called Jennie Clark to a new position, thataiti and family ministry; she
started in February. A youth and family steeriogwmittee was formed, to support her
in her efforts, and to serve as a “think tank” witr. To learn more about their efforts,
read further!

We also continued our fundraising efforts to supptrase Two, stayed the course
with our wide variety of outreach and fellowshifpoefs, continued to experience a
variety of musical forms in worship, and welcomedreew adult members into the
congregation. The Cemetery Committee pressed aki¢ladhe installation of the
memorial garden, another project that had long laegleam in their eyes.

God has been so gracious in His response to cant&ffin spite of a projected
budget shortfall of thousands of dollars, we wedie & meet all of our obligations —
even as our efforts increased. The sanctuaryiggdess guided and shepherded by
Dick and Carolyn Weger, and the sound system wsigjided and installed by Bob Cole.
Their efforts saved the congregations tens of thnds of dollars — and their work was of
the very highest quality. Many people also madaicant contributions, digging and
installing stone, pulling up flooring and nailsjm&ng and weeding. The rejuvenated
appearance of our building, and its grounds, istdube wonderful work and
stewardship of this congregation. May God contitaukless our efforts as we work to
spread the good news of salvation here in thisezarhNJ!
